ARMORING CLINIC
Columbia Fencers’ Club is hosting a one-day Armoring Clinic on Saturday, October 29, 2011.  The presenter is Kathy Walters.  Kathy is trained, certified by, and was the first graduate of the US Fencing Association’s Armorers College in 2001.  Since then, she has worked as an Armorer or Head Technician at numerous Sectionals, North American Cups, and National Championships, plus she was an Armorer with the US Team to the World Championships in 2005, 2008, and 2010.

This is an excellent opportunity to learn how to diagnose, repair, and maintain your gear. Topics she plans to address include “care and feeding” of body cords, weapons, masks, and lames. She is also willing to discuss basic maintenance of reels depending on interest.  Bring your questions!  Format is Kathy’s presentation and discussion in the morning, and hands-on in the afternoon.  Fencers are encouraged to bring nonworking weapons and body cords, and the tools and parts you would normally use to work on these, particularly for the afternoon session. So, if you have tip screwdrivers, tightening tools, point screws, wires, etc., be sure to bring them.  If you don't have these, there is no need to worry.  Do bring what you have.

We will meet from 9:30 – 11:45 AM, and 1:00 – 4:00 PM.  A lunch break is scheduled from 11:45 AM – 1:00 PM.  (We typically go out to a nearby restaurant, although you may instead choose to bring a lunch.  We will not be able to eat inside the classroom building.) 

Cost of the clinic is $40 per person.  We need at least 10 participants, so please contact me immediately if you intend to participate.  Clinic venue is on the University of South Carolina campus in Columbia, Wardlaw building, Room 122, at South Main and Greene Streets. Pre-registration is required, as I will need the names of all participants in advance to meet and admit you at the door per security.  All payments are due in advance (by Wednesday, October 26).
